Dedication Series



Dedication is a noun that refers to the act of 
devoting time and energy to a particular purpose;

feeling of very strong support for or loyalty to 
someone or something.

Christian ceremony where parents commit to 
raising their children according to God's Word. 

It is an expression of faith and devotion, 
symbolizing the commitment to nurture and 

spiritually enrich the child. During dedication, 
parents entrust their children to God's care and 

express their intent to raise them in the Lord.

43 “Now when the unclean spirit departs from the person, it goes through waterless 
places seeking rest and does not find it. 44 Then it says, ‘I will return to my house from 
where I came-out’. And having come, it finds it being unoccupied, having been swept
and put-in-order. 45 Then it proceeds and takes along with itself seven other spirits

Eve – The Necessity for Women
1st Crash Test Dummy gone wrong – God Forgives, Covers and Restores – while others focus on past bad 
choices

Lots Girls – The daughters’ true intent was not nefarious, but to save the world from total devastation. 
The daughters thought that the entire world had been destroyed, since they saw no living souls wherever they 
went; they did not know that only Sodom had been destroyed. (Genesis 19: 30-38)
From Lots Girls came the Ammonites and The Moabites. (Lot's Daughters: Midrash and Aggadah | Jewish Women's Archive)

Rahab - Originally a prostitute in Jericho, demonstrated her faith by hiding Israelite spies, which led to her 
and her family being spared during Jericho's destruction. (Joshuah 2: 1-24, 6:2-5, 6:20-25) Rahab is a significant 
figure in the lineage of Jesus, mentioned in the genealogy found in the Gospel of Matthew. She is identified as 
the wife of Salmon and the mother of Boaz, making her an ancestor of King David. Her inclusion in Jesus' lineage 
highlights the theme of redemption, as she transitioned from being viewed as unclean to being honored as part 
of Christ's family tree. This illustrates God's grace and the unexpected ways in which He works through 
individuals.  ( Bible Verses for You)

Ruth – Moabite and descendent of Lot’s Girls. Ruth pledged undying devotion, not only to Naomi, but to 
God: “Your people will be my people and your God my God... May the Lord deal with me, be it ever so severely, 
if anything but death separates you and me.”  (Ruth 1:16-17)   Ruth is the only woman in the entire Bible to be 
called a woman of valor by name. Valor in Hebrew conveys worth, strength and bravery. Ruth married Boaz, is 
the great-grandmother of King David and is an ancestor of Christ.
